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MESSER RAISES OVER $415,000 IN 2011 
  
(Shelbyville, IN)—Today, Republican Luke Messer’s campaign for Indiana’s 6th Congressional District filed its 
year end Federal Election Commission finance report announcing that Messer raised more than $415,000 for the 
year to date including $94,291 in the most recent quarter.
